Board Meeting Minutes

October 14, 2009, SVSD Board Room

Proper notice was given to all members and a quorum was present.  The financial books were on hand and available for review.  Duplicate bank statements for September 2009 were reviewed by Cheryl Duncan, a non-signatory to the bank account.  Present:  Cathy Renner, Ahn Lee Horn, Sue Korol, Laurie Edwards, Cheryl Duncan, Lori Cobb, Alice Romano, Rebecca Russell and Liz Piekarczyk.

Call to Order:  Cathy Renner called the meeting to order at 10:38 a.m.
Approval of Minutes from September 9, 2009 Board of Directors Meeting: Alice Romano made a motion that the minutes from the September 9, 2009 Board of Directors Meeting be approved.   Ahn Lee Horn seconded the motion and the motion passed.  

Treasurer’s Report: Laurie Edwards, Treasurer, presented and distributed the Monthly Treasurer’s Report for September 2009.  Council spent $71.19 for pizza for the general meeting in September.  It was agreed that only three pizzas would be needed for the remaining general meetings and that Council should not order cheese pizza for those meetings.

Presidents’ Report: Cathy Renner and Ahn Lee Horn 


-PTA & the Law at CKMS, October 24, 2009, 9:00 a.m.-12:00 p.m.:  Cathy said that all local units except for SMS and NBE have signed up for the PTA & the Law at CKMS.   Since all council board members are also members of local PTSA units, it is not necessary for Council to pay separately for the training.  All Council board members should sign in as members of their local units at the training.   CKMS will open its doors at 8:00 a.m. to start set-up.   Round tables will be used.  The Service Delivery Unit is providing food and water.


-Legislative Roundtable, November 9, 2009, 6:30-8:30 p.m., MSHS Commons: Four out of the six state legislators have responded the Legislative Roundtable invitation.  Jay Rodne, Glenn Anderson, and Larry Springer have all said they will attend.  Roger Goodman said he will not attend and Cheryl Pflug has not yet responded.  Liz Piekarczyk will check with DECA to see if its members can provide childcare from 6:15 to 8:45 p.m.  Both Issaquah and Lake Washington Councils are advertising the event because the legislators also represent their districts.  


-100% Trained Award:  Liz Piekarczyk circulated a draft of the 100% Trained Award form.  Council will verify that board members have attended PTA & the Law in the last two years with WSPTA.  Cathy Renner will send the award forms out to local units after all of the PTA & the Law trainings have taken place this fall.  Council will also have a copy of the award form on its website that can be filled out as well.  The 100% Trained Awards will be given out at the Council’s General Meeting in January 2010.  Local Units will be given a certificate and a bag of candy to share at their next meeting.  To qualify for the award, all board members must have attended PTA & the Law since January 2008, except for those board members who are staff or administration members or liaisons.  


-Website (Should the Council add a page for local units to promote fundraisers and events?):  It was agreed that the Council website should have a local unit news page that announces what is going on at the local PTSAs throughout the Snoqualmie Valley.  The local units will be able to post their PTSA-sponsored fundraising and social events on this page.   All local units will share one page on the website and there will not be a separate page for each unit.

     -SVPTSA Council Electronic Newsletter:  Cathy Renner brought up the idea of the Council having an electronic newsletter that would come out after each general meeting.  The newsletter would be sent to local unit presidents, who could distribute the newsletter to their members in whatever manner they deem appropriate.  Each Council committee chair would be responsible for writing their section of the newsletter.  The Board agreed that such a Council Electronic Newsletter should be published.

Vice-Presidents’ Report


-Reflections: Sue Korol:  Sue has been notified that SES and CVES are going to participate in the Reflections Program this year.  OES is trying to find someone to chair a Reflections Committee so they can participate.   Please let Sue Korol know if your local unit intends to participate in the Reflections Program and who the chair of the committee will be by the end of October.  


-Other Awards: Liz Piekarczyk:  After discussion, it was agreed that all Council awards other than the 100% Trained Award will be given out at the final general meeting of the year.  The other award guidelines will be distributed at the January 2010 general meeting.   Council then discussed how to best recognize the men who participate in the local units.  The WSPTA has suggested that men should be recognized for their participation in the PTSA, based in part on the fact that for the first time in history both the national and state PTAs are being led by men.  One idea is to have a SVSD PTSA Council Man of the Year Award.   After discussion, it was decided that a Man of the Year award at the Council level might not be appropriate, but that Council should encourage the local units to recognize the men who contribute significantly to the PTSA.  Council is considering having the local units send in the names of the men who have been active in a significant capacity at the local unit level and the Council could recognize these men at the final general meeting of the year.  Discussion on this matter will continue over the next couple of board meetings in time for any Council level recognition for men to be advertised at the Council’s January general meeting.

Liz reviewed the Council level awards.  1. 100% training award:  Up to nine of these will be distributed but at no cost to Council.  2.  Golden Acorn Award:  Up to three of these will be awarded and there is a line item in the budget to cover the costs associated with the award.  3.  Recognition Awards:  This would include any Council recognition for men who have been named by their local units.  Liz is also interested in having each local unit be recognized for something it is good at or an award recognizing excellence in local units.  Liz requested the board members to send her what you think your local units strengths are so that she can determine how best to recognize each unit 

Committee Reports


-Membership:  Lori Cobb, Chair.  Cascade View and SMS had 50% of their members from the prior school year enrolled by September 25 so they will receive the Bronze Award.  Others local units may also have qualified for this award and Cathy Renner will check on this.  The deadline for local units to pay Council their dues is October 25, and Lori will send out a reminder to the local units of this deadline.  There was a reminder that membership dues are tax deductible.


-Emergency Preparation/Safety:  Beth Burrows, Liz Piekarczyk, Co-Chairs:  Liz shared that very few local units have an Emergency Prep chairperson.  The MSHS PTSA is in discussion with Carl Larsen, and the PTSA is raising money to give to the district so that a storage shed for Emergency Prep materials can be purchased and built.  Once the shed is finished the District will let the PTSA know what should go in the shed and the PTSA will help purchase the items.  The District must set its policy and let the PTSA help it once the policy is set.  The PTSA cannot set the policy itself.
-Legislative:  Rebecca Russell, Chair:  Rebecca attended the WSPTA Legislative Assembly that took place in early October.  Rebecca is sending a letter to the local units to let them know they can link to the Council Website for information on I-1033.



-Website:  Alice Romano, Chair:  Alice reported that the website is going great and had no problems to report.
