The module, Converting Reflections Files, provides access to free and easy to use software, as well as simple step by step instructions on how to save or convert Reflections files to .flv and .mp3 formats. As you are aware, the preferred format for Dance Choreography and Film Production submissions is .flv and the preferred format for Music Composition submissions is .mp3. The process is very similar for both PC and MAC users. However, custom versions of this video are being created now for Windows, XP, and MAC users. All versions will be available via the PTA website on Friday.
